We believe it is important to consider and share all perspectives from MFSO members on 

this issue:  

 

I think my starting point on this is the invasion by the Russians. This went on in Syria and Chechnya so we 

shouldn’t be too surprised. While I agree with many of those who brought up the history of NATO, 

membership to NATO is secondary. What’s primary is that Ukraine has been invaded and Ukrainians have a 

right to decide their own future. Not us. We are removed from the conflict. The Ukrainians are in a difficult 

spot because they are being slaughtered by the Russians. They have the right to get arms from whatever 

country they want, including imperialist countries. For their own safety, however, they need to be wary of 

the countries from which they purchase their arms.
